This paper examines the response of income concentration in the US to the occurrence of major systemic banking crises since
the beginning of the twentieth century. In doing so, the paper analyzes the shape of the upper income tail as well as the
national income shares accruing to different groups within the richest decile. The findings suggest that systemic banking
crises reduce income concentration within the top decile of the US pretax and transfers income distribution, and more
generally, that the effect is highly heterogeneous across different top income groups.
