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Libraries

The University Library System (SBA) offers qualified resources and services in
teaching and research, thus meeting the informative needs of the university community.
It consists of seven specialised libraries that collect the book heritage of close related
disciplines.

Some libraries are organised into sections located in the different university locations
and perceived in order to be as close as possible to students and professors.

In addition to the University Library System, Roma Tre owns other important libraries,
as for example the “Guillaume Apollinaire” library, located in the Italian-French
Studies Centre.

It also hosts the book heritage of the Italo Latin American Institute, partially available
in the Science library and in the Political Studies library.

The University Library System provides over 950,000 paper, electronic and digital
documents, and it is constantly updated in order to offer the most advanced IT
resources.
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Departments and Schools

Roma Tre University is organized in:

12 departments that manage, coordinate, plan and promote scientific research
as well as teaching and training activities. Departments are responsible for
carrying on the development of the following functions:
o research;
o teaching and training activities related to Bachelor’s and Master’s degrees
as well as PhDs;
o other educational activities;
o external activities related to research and teaching or aimed at enhancing
and disseminating the activities and competences of the Departments
themselves, including partnership, spin-off and start-up initiatives.

Two or more departments can submit to the Academic Senate the proposal of setting
up a school, owing the function to coordinate and rationalise teaching activities.

2 schools that, in order to provide high organisational and qualitative standards
and to ensure the perfect sustainability of study programmes, coordinate the
teaching programming guidelines and the proposals for activating specific
courses in the departmental academic offer. They also give advice and remarks
concerning teaching staff recruitment, assessing the compatibility and
functionality of recruitment proposals in relation to teaching planning and
academic offer.
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Promotion and dissemination of knowledge and culture

The university is committed to promoting and enhancing the initiatives of its
departments to disseminate knowledge through the use of e-learning tools, free access
to scientific publications in digital format via the 1’e-press project and the support of
the Roma Tre Education Foundation. Specific actions are planned to raise citizens’
awareness of the importance of humanistic and scientific knowledge in general cultural
and civic education. These actions will also be promoted through the university’s
Roma Tre Radio and audiovisual materials available at our Audiovisual Production
Centre.

In terms of cultural dissemination, the central role is played by the activities of the
Palladium Theatre, which hosts a variety of live shows and film festivals of
international importance. The cultural activities of the university also include the
promotion of the documentary heritage of the Mauro Laeng School and Education
Museum, the oldest museum of its kind.
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PhDs

A PhD represents the highest academic degree awarded by Italian universities. The
PhD title is awarded after the completion of a three year-study and research programme
whose access is regulated by a call for admissions. Admission to a PhD course is
reserved to applicants holding a Master’s degree. Citizens of any state and without age
limits are admitted, provided that the qualification obtained has been previously
recognised as equivalent to an Italian academic qualification. Every year the Italian
Ministry of Education, University and Reserach states on the accreditation of courses
that can be activated; each University, upon proposal of the Departments, establishes
courses, number of places and number of scholarships.

Roma Tre offers a wide range of PhD courses in the sectors in which it develops a
specific, wide, qualified and continuous research activity recognised all over the world.
